4. Send a message to criminals 
letting them know that 
neighborhoods are organized 
and fighting back.  

'National Night Out' is a great 
opportunity for citizens and law 
enforcement to join forces to promote 
crime and drug prevention awareness 
and to strengthen the police - 
community partnership. We en-
courage everyone to come out in 
force, show community bonding and 
strength and tell the criminal element 
that we as a society are not going to 
just sit back and let crime occur in our 
neighborhoods without doing some-
thing about it.
